


Cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR) is a 
combination of rescue breathing and chest 
compressions delivered to victims thought to be in 
cardiac arrest.  When cardiac arrest occurs, the heart 
stops pumping blood.  CPR can support a small 
amount of blood flow to the heart and brain to “buy 
time” until normal heart function is restored.

Drug and alcohol testing is required of safety-
sensitive transportation employees in aviation, 
trucking, railroad, mass transit and other 
transportation industries.  This assessment is done 
through a urine analysis screening.

Lead can damage the 
nervous system, kidneys, and reproductive system.

Tuberculosis Screenings

The PPD skin test is used to determine if someone 
has developed an immune response to the 
bacterium that causes tuberculosis.  The test  
consists of an initial subcutaneous injection and a 
follow up after three days.
